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The Contest

The contest is open to all, whether from the UK or abroad. You may enter
every section of the contest. We will have the following events:

Amateur Sireet & Pro Sireet

Each rider will get 2x 1 minute qualifying runs. At the end of the 1 minute
you will get time to set up for one last trick. You will be judged on a mix
of: Style, Technicality, Air and Line.

Your best run score will count. Only in the event of a tie will your second
run be taken into account.

The top riders in each category will go into the finals. The finals will then
stat from scratch with each rider getting a further 2 x 1 minute runs.

Amateur Mini/Pro Mini

For each category this will be a jam session knock-out format. There will
be 4 riders in each group, each getting a 12 minute jam session. After 6
minutes the judges will eliminate one rider. After 9 minutes another rider
will be knocked out. finally after 12 minutes the winner of the heat will be
declared. The winner will progress to the final super group where the pro-
cess will take place again. (times and group numbers subject to change).
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Best Trick.

Each rider will be given 3 attempts at a trick. If you don’t land it, you get no
score. Your best trick counts.
